In 2001 he was called to Lutheran Church of the Resurrection in Marion,
lowa where he served until 2014 when he was called to Trinity Lutheran in Mason City, lowa, as pastor to
Youth, Families, and Education.

PECTORAL CROSS

The Pectoral Cross of the Northeastern lowa Synod was given to the glory of God and in loving
memory of Solveig Gregory.

This Cross is worn by the Bishop of the Synod as a distinguishing symbol of the Office of Bishop. It is
patterned after the Pectoral Cross of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA) Presiding
Bishop. This is the Synod's cross and is not a gift to any particular synodical bishop. It will be handed
on from one bishop to the next throughout the history of this synod.

From her faithful service to this synod as a member of the Transition Team, which designed the synod
structure and prepared for the creation of this synod to the time of her death, Solveig supported and
advocated for the mission and ministry of the Northeastern lowa Synod.

She was an active member of the Board of Lutheran Social Service during the time of that organiza-
tion's integration with Bremwood Lutheran Services. Her dedication to the ministry of the Women of
the ELCA was expressed in a myriad of ways. Proud of her Danish heritage and her alma mater,
Solveig was honored to serve on the Board of Regents for Grand View University.

Solveig was a key member of the team that introduced the Evangelical Lutheran Worship resources
to this synod. She led synod assembly worship planning and is remembered fondly by the second
bishop of this synod for providing him piano lessons during his sabbatical.

For these reasons and many more, the Northeastern lowa Synod receives this Pectoral Cross with
gratitude for all that Solveig Gregory gave of herself to this synod. We give thanks to God for the
witness of a life faithfully lived.
