Yarn wrapped flowers: materials you need For the pots you will need paper

Brightly Colored Cardstock cups and brown shredded paper

Yarn Start by cutting out circles from the cardstock paper - it
Jumbo Craft Sticks works best for us to use a glass to draw the circles and
Buttons then cut them out. Cut some yarn to wrap around each
Glue circle in different directions - use glue to fasten the ends
Scissors to the back. Wrap green yarn around the sticks and glue

or tape the ends. Glue or tape the stick to the back of the
circle. Cut leaves from green cardstock paper and glue to
the back of the stick. Glue a button to the center of the
flower head. Fill the cup with brown shredded paper and
push the stem down into the cup. Enjoy your flowers!!

- Easter invites us into the story of Jesus’ sacrificial death and His glorious
resurrection. The resurrection of Jesus gives proof that our salvation has been
completed and that our hope for eternal life with God is secure.
